Modifications, amendments and/or changes to these Supplementary Regulations will be
announced only by numbered and dated Bulletins (issued by the organizer or the Stewards).

4.2.3 For foreign competitors, drivers and co-drivers must provide ASN authorization.

(Art. 3.9.4 of the International Sporting Code)

4.2.4 No amendment may be made to the entry form except in cases provided by the present
Regulations. However, the competitor may replace the car declared on the entry form by
another from the same group and class up to the start of scrutineering.

4.2.5 At the scrutineering, if a vehicle does not correspond in its presentation to the category
and/ or class in which it was entered, this vehicle may reclassified on proposal of the FIA
technical delegate and after the decision of the panel of stewards.

4.2.6 By signing the entry form, the competitor and all crew members undertake to comply
with all sporting prescriptions specified in the International Sporting Code, Regional Rally

Sporting Regulations and to those of the present Supplementary Regulations

4.3.2.1 All N4 and R4 (VR4) cars are eligible to participate in the FIA ARC2 and must
comply with the FIA Appendix J regulations for groups N4 and R4 (VR4) cars (Art 12.2.2

of the FIA African Rally Championship regulations).
4.3.2.2 Only group S vehicles registered by national and regional crews are admitted
but not scoring points in ARC.

4.3.2.3 All T4 Cross country cars (SSV/UTV) conforming to the 2024 Appendix J, Art 281 282 and
286A are eligible to compete in the FIA ARC (Art 12.2.1 of the FIA African Rally Championship

regulations).

Requirements for cars to participate in the FIA ARC2 Championship: All cars must comply with the

FIA Appendix J regulations for Groups N4 and R4 (VR4) cars

Requirements for cars to participate in the FIA ARC3 Championship: All cars must comply with

the FIA Appendix J regulations for Rally3 group.

4.6 Refunds

4.6.1 Entry fee will be refunded in full to candidates, whose entry has not been accepted.

4.6.2 Entry fee will be refunded in full in the case of rally not taking place.

4.6.3 The organizers may refund 50% of the entry fee to those competitors who for reasons
of “force majeure” (Duly certified by their ASN) were unable to start in the rally.

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5. INSURANCE
5.1 All competitors and crew members are reminded that the Rwandan Traffic Laws requires all

vehicles driven on public roads in Rwanda to be insured for a minimum third party risks and
it is their responsibility to ensure that their cars are insured accordingly.

5.2 The Organizer insurance cover, for competition purposes only that insures the competitors
for third party risks as detailed below which is limited to the duration of the event.

5.3 This insurance cover will come into effect from the start and will cease at the end of the rally
or at the moment of permanent retirement or exclusion.

5.4 Service vehicles, including those bearing service plates issued by the organizers are not
considered as official participants of the event and are therefore not covered by the insurance
policy and remain the sole responsibility of their owners.

5.5 The Organizing Clubs and officials decline liability in any incident/ accident caused by or to
competitors and their vehicles during the whole duration of the event. Entrants and
competitors will have no claim against the organizers, sponsors or landowners of private
property arising out of the act or default of or by them, their servants or officials before,
during or after the rally.

5.6 Anentrant and / or Driver shall have no claim against the Organizers arising out of any actions
by them, their servants or officials during the event.

5.7 An accident involving a competing car must be reported to the organizers as soon as possible

6. ADVERTISING AND IDENTIFICATION

6.1 The organizers will require publicity to be carried as shown sketch on Appendix 4. The competition
numbers, rally plates and advertising shall be affixed on the car before scrutineering, otherwise the
start shall not be allowed

6.2 The organizers will supply one front rally plate and one rear rally plate.

6.3 Competition numbers:
The organizers will supply two front door panels and two numbers for the rear windows

6.4 Driver and Co-Driver Names

6.4.1 The names of the Driver & Co-Driver must appear with his / her competition license
national flag on the rear side window of both sides of the car, under the competition
number. The first initial(s) and surname of both driver and co-driver shall be:

- In white Helvetica: upper case for the initial(s) and first letter of each name with the
remainder in lower case.

- To a height of 6 cm and stroke width of 1.0 cm.
(Refer Article 28.1 of 2024 FIA Regional Rally Regulations)

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7. TYRES
7.1 The use of slick tires is prohibited under pain of exclusion. The use of studded or spiked tires

is prohibited under pain of exclusion.

7.2 All tires must comply with the Art. 35.2 as well as Annex V of 2024 FIA Regional rally sporting
regulations

7.3 Cars can be fitted with maximum 2 spare wheels (Art 13.11 of 2024 FIA Regional rally sporting
regulations)

8. FUEL
8.1 The use of AVGAS and FIA approved fuel is permitted.
8.2 Competitors are entirely responsible for providing and distributing their own fuel throughout

the event

8.3 All refuelling will be carried out in designed refuelling zones in the service parks and during
the allocated road section times, it is required all crew stay outside the car during refuelling time
In order to access the RZ, all personnel involved in refuelling operations must wear clothing that
provides adequate protection against fire and includes at least: long trousers, long sleeved top,
closed shoes, gloves and balaclava
8.4 Any action inside a refuelling zone not directly involved in the refuelling of a competing car is
prohibited. In all refueling zones a 5km/h speed limit will apply solely for the purpose of assisting
with the refuelling procedure of their car, two team members of each crew may access this zone.
8.5 Engines must be switched off throughout the refuelling operations. Refer to RRSRs Art 61.2.7
"crew remain outside the car during the refuelling operation,
8.6 A car may be pushed out of the refuelling zone by the crew, officials and/or by two team

members without incurring a penalty.

9. RECONNAISSANCE

9.1 Procedures for registration - All competitors are to register for reconnaissance at their
respective times of collecting material and documents.

9.2 Specific and/or national restrictions — speed limit on the special stages

The speed limit is a maximum speed of 60kph on gravel roads.

9.3 Schedule of reconnaissance
As per Appendix 2. No other times will be permitted.

9.4 Reconnaissance will only be allowed for two (2) passage of each special stage for each crew
and will be as per Article 35.4.3 of the 2024 FIA Regional Rally Sporting Regulations. Collection

SCRUTINEERING, SEALING AND MARKING
11.1  Scrutineering venue and timetable

Venue and timetable will be communicated directly to entrants and published in Bulletin
11.2  Mud flaps (Appendix J Article 252.7.7) are optional.

11.3 The use of silvered or tinted films is authorised on rear side windows and the rear windows
only (Appendix J, Article 253.11).Silvered or tinted films fitted on the rear side windows must have:

an opening equivalent to a circle of 70mm diameter to allow the occupants / content of the car to be
seen.

11.4  Driver’s safety equipment (refer to app 5 of SRs)
All equipment (helmets, flame-resistant clothing, frontal head restraint (HFR) and safety
belts) due to be used during the rally must be presented to scrutineering. They must be in
compliance with the Appendix L of the International Sporting Code- chapter Ill.

11.5 Noise Level
For all cars the maximum noise level admitted is 94dBA to 103dBA (Appendix J, Art 252.3.6) including
Rally2 + Rally3

11.6 Special national requirements

None Applicable

11.7 Safety Tracking Equipment
All competitors must make provision in their cars (brackets correctly secured) for the
installation of a Safety Tracking System. Which will be provided by rally organizer at
scrutineering venue

OTHER PROCEDURES

12.1 Ceremonial start procedure
Place : KCC
Date : Friday 18 October 2024
Time : 14:00Hrs

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All crews members must be present at the Ceremonial Start in front of the start ramp by
13:30hrs. The Start Parc Ferme will open from 10:00hrs

12.2 Start and finish procedure
The electronic start procedure will be used as the starting system
And for finish a podium ceremony will start 16:30hrs Sunday — 20 October 2024.The competitor
placed third in the general classification will drive to the designated area and park on the left.
The crew will mount the rostrum and be presented with their trophies and then wait for the two
following crews. The second and first placed competitors will follow the same procedure but
park on the right and center respectively. Once all trophies have been awarded, the six crew
members will return to their cars where all will be presented with champagne. If the results have
been declared final the crews and their cars are then free to leave.
Thereafter the first competitor in the two-wheel-drive category followed by the remaining crews
in order of classification will pass the podium.
In the event of the results not yet being declared final all cars must be returned to the Parc
Fermé.
Drivers will be allowed to take their cars out of the “Parc fermé” only after it will be declared
“open” and after the publication of the official results.

12.3 Permitted early check-in

At the time control at the end of a day/Leg and at the end of the event, the crews are authorized to
check in early without incurring any penalty. However, the time entered on the time card will be the
scheduled time of the rally, not the actual time (Art 45.1 of 2024 FIA Regional rally Sporting
Regulations).

12.4 MAXIMUM PERMITTED LATENESS

Any lateness exceeding 30 minutes on the target time between two time controls or a lateness
exceeding 30 minutes at the end of each section of the rally, or a total lateness for the whole of the
rally of more than 60 minutes will result in the competitor concerned being considered to have retired
at that control and the total penalty accrued for late arrival as per Art.44.2.10.a) shall be that for 60
minutes lateness.

12.5 Super special procedures

The starting list will be established in accordance with Art 41.3 of the FIA Regional Sporting Regulations.
12.6  Special procedure

12.6.1 Procedure in case of incident or accident

Each competing car shall carry a red “SOS” sign and on the reverse green “OK” sign measuring at least
42cm x 29.7cm (A3).

In the case of an accident where urgent medical attention is required, when it is possible, the red “SOS”
sign should be immediately displayed to the following cars and to any helicopter attempting to assist.

If a crew see the red“S0S” sign displayed or a car that has sustained a major accident with both crew
members inside and no“SOS” sign displayed, he must immediately and without exception stop to give
assistance.

The second car at the scene will proceed to inform the next radio point. Subsequently, the cars must
leave the road clear for emergency vehicles.

Any crew who is able but fails to comply with this rule will be reported to the Stewards who may
impose penalties in accordance with the International Sporting Code.

In the case of an accident not requiring immediate medical intervention, the green“OK” sign must be

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clearly shown by a crew member to the following vehicles and to any helicopter attempting to assist.

If the crew leaves the vehicle area, the “OK” sigh must be displayed so that it is clearly visible to other
competitors.

12.5.2 Each competing car must carry a red reflective triangle. If the car is stopped or involved in an
accident in a competitive section, this triangle must be placed at the side of the road in a conspicuous
position by a member of the crew, at least 50 meters before the car’s position, in order to warn the
following drivers. This triangle must be placed even if the stopped car is off the road.

Any crew failing to comply may be subject to a penalty at the discretion of the Stewards.

The road-book contains a page giving the accident procedure; any crew retiring from the rally must
report such retirement to the Organizers as soon as possible:

All competitors retiring from the event have to hand in their time card at the nearest control point.

12.6 Official time used during the Rally
Official time throughout the entire rally will be GMT+2 as per GPS Standard Time.

HELMET, FHR, OVERALL AND OTHER SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

All competitors are reminded of Appendix L of the FIA International Sporting Code, in particular its Chapter Ill -
Drivers’ Equipment.

Helmets (Appendix L, Chapter Ill, Art. 1)

All crews must wear crash helmets homologated to one of the following FIA standards:

8858-2002 or 8858-2010 8859-2015

8860-2004 or 8860-2010 8860-2018 or 8860-2018-ABP

(Technical List N°41), (Technical List N°49), (Technical List N°33), or (Technical List N°69)

Frontal Head Restraint (FHR, Appendix L, Chapter llI, Art. 3)

All crews must use FIA approved FHR systems homologated to FIA standard 8858. Approved FHRs, anchorages
and tethers are listed in Technical List N° 29.

See also helmet compatibility chart in Appendix L, Chapter IlI, Art. 3.3.

Flame-resistant clothing (Appendix L, Chapter lll, Art. 2)

All drivers and co-drivers must wear overalls as well as gloves (optional for co-drivers), long underwear, a
balaclava, socks and shoes homologated to the FIA 8856-2000 standard (Technical List N°27) or 8856-2018
(Technical List N° 74). Please pay special attention to the prescriptions of Art. 2 concerning embroidery and
printing on flame-resistant clothing (manufacturer certificates etc.) as well as concerning the correct wearing
of the clothing elements! See also Regional Rally Sporting Regulations, Article 53.1.

Biometric Devices (Appendix L, Chapter Ill, Art. 2.1)

Drivers may wear a device to collect biometric data during racing.

If the biometric device is integrated into a protective garment homologated to FIA Standard 8856, the garment
shall be homologated to FIA Standards 8856 and 8868-2018.

If the biometric device is a stand-alone device, then the device must be homologated to FIA Standard 8868-
2018 only. This device must be worn in addition to the garment homologated to FIA Standard 8856.

Wearing of jewellery (Appendix L, Chapter lll, Art. 5)

The wearing of jewellery in the form of body piercing or metal neck chains is prohibited during the competition
and may therefore be checked before the start.

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APPENDIX7  NOTES FOR COMPETITORS — MEDICAL BOARDS

Each competing car must carry a red reflective triangle which, in the event of the car stopping in a
competitive section / stage, must be placed by a member of the crew in a conspicuous position at least
50m behind the car, in order to warn following drivers. Any crew failing to comply shall be subject to a
cash penalty at the discretion of the Stewards.

All cars must carry Medical Aid Boards, which must be used according to the following
instructions:

1. Should any competitor stop due to an accident whilst on the route being used for the
Rally, the board together with the warning triangle must be displayed.
2. Should Medical assistance be required, the Red Cross sign together with a warning

triangle must be displayed in a manner that the board is clearly visible to all approaching
crews. Care must be taken to ensure that the correct side of the board is displayed to
oncoming competitors. While the board is displayed in this manner, the first competitor
to arrive on the scene shall stop and render assistance. Should a Competitor happen to
arrive at a scene of an accident without a board being displayed, it must be assumed
that the injuries are of such a nature that the Competitors are seriously injured and
unable to display the board. Assistance must be immediately rendered. If further
assistance from other Competitors is required, the crew of the car rendering initial
assistance shall display their board showing the Red Cross sign. If no additional
assistance is required, the GREEN OK board shall be displayed with the OK visible to
oncoming Competitors until the vehicle has been removed.

3. For an accident where no injuries are involved, the GREEN OK board must be displayed
for the benefit of other Competitors.
4. Penalties: Competitors who fail to stop upon arriving at the scene of an

accident, where no Medical board is displayed or where a Red Cross sign is displayed,
are guilty of contravening Motor Sport regulations and shall be reported to Stewards for
disciplinary action. Competitors not injured following an accident and who fail to display
the GREEN OK board shall be subject to disciplinary action instigated by the Clerk of the
Course through the Stewards for the event who in turn may precipitate further action
being taken against the offenders.

5. Misuse of these Medical boards will be treated as a serious offence and shall be dealt
with as such.
